candy shop grape splash (PURPLE & WHITE) / CANDY CRUSH (PINK & white)

Calibrachoa, also known as Mi l l ion Bel ls ,  is one of the most popular plants for growing in containers.  A classic spi l ler
plant ,  they have a trai l ing habit and look great in hanging baskets ,  bowls ,  or mixed containers.  

dahlia |  £1.50 per single pot

maggiore - fun pastel

grande - deep orange / magenta / yellow

dreamy - dance (pink) / hot chocolate (deep red/rich chocolate)
With their intense colour ,  strength, and abil i ty to keep f lowering unti l  the f irst frosts,  dahlias are easy to grow and
bring l i fe to your garden. Dahlias l ike well-balanced and composted soi l ,  and ful l  sun.

dark eyes (pink & purple) / happy wedding day (white, pale pink stems) / la campanella (hot pink & white)

Trai l ing plant.  Their f lowers are diverse,  ranging from dainty and elegant to bold and bright ,  which makes them them
great addit ions in bedding displays,  containers or borders.

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marigolds | £3.00 per pack of 6

african - antigua gold (orange) / zenith (mixed - red, yellow & orange)

french - safari orange / safari yellow / red knight / zenith red / naughty marietta (yellow & red)
Marigolds are cheerful ,  br i l l iant ly coloured annuals that are long-standing favourite summer f lowers for borders and
pots. Al l  marigolds are excel lent for attracting pol l inating insects.

geranium|  £3.00 per pack of 6

horizon - neon rose / shadow coral / shadow red / shadow salmon / white

Blooms from late spring unti l  the f i rst frost of the autumn. I t  is a small  plant that produces copious amounts of l i t t le
blooms. Lobel ias display wel l  in a garden bed on their own or as part of a cottage garden mix.

marguerite | £2.00 single pot

huisink (white) / Simba pink with eye
These daisies are a beautiful  plant for tubs,  baskets and borders,  around 50cm high. They make a great display with
just a two plugs in large pot but can also be combined with other summer f lowering plants for a luxury pot or border.

nemesia | £1.50 single pot

easter bonnet (pink & white) / myrtille (blue) / orange
Probably best in containers and baskets ,  crammed in with other seasonal plants such as osteospermums and diascias
for a summer-long display.

osteospermum | £1.50 single pot

felix (white) / havilah (pink & orange) / sunny mary (magenta) / hot pink halo (2 tone pink)
IThe colourful daisy-l ike f lowers of osteospermum brighten up the border or patio with their cheerful blooms that open
with the sun and close as evening comes. 

petchoa|  £1.50 per single pot

supercal - cherry imp (pink)

Petchoa blooms are as wide but a bit  shorter and look scal loped or more fused than a petunia bloom. The petchoa
blooms do not produce seed, so the f lowers tend to hang on a lot longer than many petunias.

starbini (yellow)

A lovely compact form of Sanvital ia i f  you need a variety which wi l l  keep its shape this one consistently makes great ,
low maintenance pots and baskets.  Lovely l i t t le yel low star-shaped f lowers on t ight green fol iage.

scaevola aemula |  £1.50 per single pot

saphira blue

The fairy fan-flower or common fan-flower.  I t  grows to 50 cm in height and produces white or blue f lowers in spikes up
to 24 cm long from August to March in i ts native range. These are fol lowed by rounded, wrinkled drupes to 4.5 mm in
length.

sunpatiens  £1.50 single pot

compact - electric orange / hot coral

SunPatiens are stronger and far more robust than standard impatiens. Compact SunPatiens grow into a t idy uniform
plant which makes them ideal in patio pots and planters.  As their name suggests ,  SunPatiens also have superb weather
tolerance with the abi l i ty to withstand wind, rain ,  humidity ,  scorching heat and cool shade.
